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Journal of Science and Technology in Lighting
Notes for Contributors

“Journal of Science and Technology in Lighting” is an English-language publication of the Illuminating
Engineering Institute of Japan that is issued with the aim of introducing advances in international studies and the
technology of lighting engineering to a wide audience, and in addition to presenting articles on lighting fundamentals
and applications, also includes papers, letters, and research notes in a wide range of fields, such as the generation and
application of light, vision fundamentals, the creation of visual environments, and so on. The journal welcomes
submissions in a wide range of topics from both Japan and overseas.

These submission guidelines are for the convenience of persons planning to make submissions to the English-
language journal and are intended to facilitate post-submission processing, so please read them carefully prior to
authoring your submission.

1. Types of manuscripts

(1) Review (RV): RVs are comprehensive reports of the background and state-of-the-art research on a specific
field in Lighting. They should provide overviews of the field to non-specialists and aim to broaden the
scope of Lighting. Prospective authors should consult the committee concerning the subject and content
before submitting manuscripts.

(2) Paper (FP): FPs are original research papers which is unpublished with well-developed discussions on the
results obtained in respective fields of Lighting. They must provide sufficient information to ensure the
repeatability of experiments by readers. Papers should cover all references which are appropriate and
adequate to the work. The contents presented at the Illuminating Engineering Institute of Japan’s Annual
Conference, or at symposiums, international conferences, and the like may be included in FPs.

(3) Letter (LT): LTs are devoted solely to rapid dissemination of up-to-date and concise reports on new
findings in Lighting.

(4) Research Note (RN): RNs are reports of new data, design, results of tests etc. worth to be published.

(5) Installation Report (IR): IRs are reports of the salient points in plans for lighting and related equipment, the
aim of the design, and the concept and construction of newly completed facilities.

(6) Committee Report (CR): CRs are reports of research and investigations conducted by the research
committees of the Illuminating Engineering Institute of Japan.

(7) Statistics (ST): STs are official statistical data and shall contain information that is deemed worthy to be
generally known.

(8) Translated Paper (TP): TPs are translations of papers that were originally published in the Journal of the
llluminating Engineering Institute or elsewhere in a language other than English. The authors should
state the original paper when the manuscript is submitted.

2. Format of the manuscript
(1) Overview

+ The manuscript shall be submitted electronically in MS-Word format.

» The manuscript shall be formatted for A4 size paper in portrait orientation.

- As in the example of a manuscript format, the manuscript type, title, author names, affiliations,
corresponding author’s name, corresponding author’s e-mail, abstract, keywords, main text, bibliography,
and a statement of prior presentation or publication shall be listed sequentially.

+ The abstract shall not exceed 200 words, and there shall be no more than 5 keywords.



+ The main text shall be organized by subtitles that are numbered.

(2) Presentation style When writing descriptions, avoid redundancy, strive for clear expressions, and
use drawings, photographs and tables effectively. English expressions used by the author shall be terms
that fully express the intended meaning.

(3) Manuscript length  As a rule, Papers, Research Note, Installation Reports and Committee Reports
shall not exceed 6,000 words in length. Letters and statistics shall be about 1000 words in length.

(4) Terminology, units and symbols used in the manuscript Academically accepted terminology,
such as CIE/IEC International Lighting Vocabulary, shall be used and special terms shall be
explained and used consistently thorough the text.

(5) Bibliography As shown in the examples below, relevant passages in the main text shall be
numbered, and at the end of the text, the number, author’s name (last name, first name), document
title, book title, volume, issue, number, page, and publication year shall be listed sequentially. The
references for web page must offer represented in Doi or URL including accessed date.

(6) Drawings and Tables Drawings and tables are not to be included in the main text itself, but instead
are to be pasted onto pages following the main text. However, the proper location of each drawing or
table shall be noted within the main text as, for example, “<Figure 1>”. Tables shall consist of
editable data so that the layout can be adjusted later.

(7) Captions A caption shall be listed below each drawing as “Figure | 000” and above each table as
“Table 1  0o0o0,” for example.

(8) Statement of prior presentation or publication If the same content or a portion thereof has
previously been presented at a conference, or if a portion of the content has previously been
published in another journal, a statement to that effect shall immediately follow the references.

Example:

Part of this work was presented at XXth annual conference of XXXX, July 201X, Tokyo, Japan.
This work was presented at XXth annual conference of XXXX, July 201X, Tokyo, Japan.

Part of this work is published in the Journal of XXXXXX, Vol.xx No.xx, 201 X.

(9) Printing designation In general, printing shall be monochrome. Color printing is available for
an additional fee. Unless color printing is desired, drawings and tables must be rendered such that
they will be understandable with monochrome printing. Drawings and tables shall be made as clear
and straightforward as possible, and if specific orientations or dimensions are to be requested at the
time of printing, such instructions must be indicated. The display on the website, however, will be in
color if a color manuscript has been submitted.

(10) Translated Paper If the content has previously been published in a language other than English in
another journal, such as in the Journal of the Illuminating Engineering Institute of Japan, the

manuscript type shall be considered a “Translated Paper”. A statement such as the following shall be
provided after the list of references. Previously published articles are to be sent as electronically as
attachments to an e-mail.

Example: This work was published in the Journal of XXXXXX, Vol.xx, 20XX in Japanese.

3. Prohibition of duplicate submissions

(1) Definition of duplicate submission A duplicate submission is the act of submitting a manuscript
substantially similar to that of public work (including electronic publications) that has already been published,
or is planned to be published (including submitted), in another journal. Duplicate submissions to the Journal of
the llluminating Engineering Institute of Japan are prohibited. This general rule applies to publications in all
our journals.

(2) Clear indication of previously presented or published paper ~ When an author submits a manuscript,
if the content is duplicative of even a portion of a previously presented or published Paper, Research Note,
conference announcement or the like, in accordance with the “Notes for Contributors”, that content shall be
described as having been presented or published previously.

(3) Revocation of publication of duplicate submission After publication in Journal of Science and
Technology in Lighting, if a duplicate submission is discovered, the publication will be revoked and public
notice will be made via the Institute‘s information media and the like.

(4) Confirmationwhen submittinga manuscript ~ Confirmation of a non-duplicate submission shall be made
by answering to the electronic peer review system’s query, “Do you declare that all or a part of the
manuscript has not been submitted to another journal in parallel?”.

4. How to submit a manuscript
Currently, Editorial Committee on Journals has adopted an electronic peer review system (J-
Stage/Editorial Manager) for manuscript submissions and peer review. There is no manuscript
submission fee.

The submission method is as follows.

(1) The manuscript which has been submitted to another journal in parallel is not accepted.

(2) Create an account on the English-language Journal electronic peer review site. Setup an ID and
password, and enter personal information such as one’s contact information, field of
specialization, and so on.

(3) When submitting a manuscript, please prepare the following in advance.

- Manuscript (MS-Word or PDF) Required
Download the manuscript template from the menu, and follow the examples when drafting the
manuscript.

- Drawings, tables, cover letter $¢Optional
In general, drawings and tables are to be included in the abovementioned manuscript when
submitted. However, drawings and tables may also be submitted together with the source data.

(4) When a new manuscript is to be submitted, the manuscript and the like shall be uploaded to the
system from one’s own account.

(5) Upon receipt of the submitted manuscript at the editorial office, a notice of receipt will be sent. If no
reply is received after 2 weeks, there is a high likelihood that the submission process was not

completed, so please check on your own page whether the submission was completed successfully.
If the status is unclear, please inquire to the editorial office listed at the end of this document.

The received manuscript will be peer-reviewed by a reviewer of appropriate expertise. The results of
the completed peer review will be sent from the English Journal Committee or Editor of the
Committee. A reviewer can request through the editorial office the authors to provide the references for
reviewing the manuscript. According to the request, the authors must offer the references to the editorial
office.

In some cases, revision may be required before the manuscript is accepted for publication. When
submitting a revised manuscript, the following shall be prepared.
- Revised manuscript (MS-Word or PDF) %Required
The changed portion shall be written in red text.
* Written reply (any format) ¢Required
Write a reply that addresses each suggestion indicated in the peer review. Enter the same content

into the “Reply to Peer Reviewer” field on a separate screen.

(8) After issuing a notification of acceptance for publication, submission of the final manuscript will be

requested. When submitting the final manuscript, the following shall be prepared. Since the final
manuscript submission process uses the same mechanism as for a revised manuscript, even if
there are no suggestions indicated in the peer review, a submission similar to a revised manuscript
submission will be necessary.

- Final manuscript (MS-Word) %Required

- Written reply (any format) ¢ Required In the case where no suggestions are indicated, a
written reply specifying “No changes since there were no suggestions indicated” shall be attached.
Enter the same content into the “Reply to Peer Reviewer” field on a separate screen.

Regarding the proof, the author will be requested to make corrections, but changes to the content will
not be accepted. As soon as the editing is complete, the manuscript will be posted on the advance
publication page.

(10) Accepted papers are published on the advance publication page and later the regular publication page

in the English-language Journal publication site.

5. Copyright

All copyrights for articles published in Journal of Science and Technology in Lighting are the
property of the Illuminating Engineering Institute of Japan. However, the authors are free to use all or
most of the work in another publication, if they notify the publishing office of the Illuminating
Engineering Institute of Japan, and clearly refer to the original publication. When only a small part
of the work is to be used, it is sufficient to only clearly refer to the original paper.

6. Notice about Photocopying

One of the following procedures is required to copy this publication.

(1) If you apply for license for copying in a country or region in which JAACC has concluded a bilateral

agreement with an RRO (Reproduction Rights Organization), please apply for the license to the
RRO.

(2) If you apply for license for copying in a country or region in which JAACC has no bilateral agreement,

please apply for the license to JAACC.

(3) For the license for citation, reprint, and/or translation, etc., please contact IEIJ.
